This skill 
enables nurse educators and students to effectively use AI tools, enhancing 
educational outcomes and adapting to rapid technological advancements. 
The article argues for the strategic incorporation of AI, aiming to empower 
students with essential competencies in the AI-driven landscape (O'Connor, S., 
Peltonen, L. M., Topaz, M., Chen, L. A., Michalowski, M., Ronquillo, C., Stiglic, G., Chu, C. H., 
Hui, V., & Denis-Lalonde, D. (2024).

The authors highlight how AI can aid in creating 
realistic patient scenarios and personalized learning experiences while also 
addressing the risks of misinformation and academic integrity (Topaz, M., 
Peltonen, L. M., Michalowski, M., Stiglic, G., Ronquillo, C., Pruinelli, L., Song, J., O'Connor, S., 
Miyagawa, S., & Fukahori, H. (2024).
